Autumn is upon us or so it seems.  The weatherman is forecasting a dry fall and 
extending well into winter.  So what does this mean for us?  Continued drought, 
ravaged lawns and shrubs, stressed out trees and continued fire danger.  So be 
careful out there.

We had a good pool season.  No major maintenance problems like previous years 
and a solid lifeguard program.  Thanks to Tony, our chief pool cleaner, water 
chemical expert and keeper of the pool equipment, we had a successful swimming 
season.

The state legislature has enacted several new laws covering homeowner 
associations.  These go into effect January 2012.  They cover such things as 
collecting assessments in arrears, code compliance issues such as what homeowners 
can and cannot do to their properties and what type of legal actions HOAs can take 
against residents.  We are getting further clarification from our attorney and we will 
share these with you as time goes on.

Thanks to Neal Nye and his wife Nancy, we had another successful Annual Block 
Captains Appreciation Party.  Remember, we always need new members for this 
program.

From around the neighborhood.  Note the new skateboard park under construction 
adjacent to Nani Falcone Park.  How about the new super street from New Guilbeau 
onto 1604.  Have you figured out that one yet?

News Flash!  The city is testing a third cart (green) to be used by homeowners.  This 
one is for compost items such as leaves and certain food products.  We, the Board, 
do have some concerns about this “green cart.”  First, the storage issue.  Do residents 
have adequate space (not in the street or in front of the house) for storage?  Second, 
decomposition and what it brings, i.e. odor, flies, etc.  Third, pick up for this cart is 
scheduled on the same day as the brown cart.  Think cul-de-sac and the amount of 
curb space required of each neighbor who has two carts (green & brown) out at the 
same time.  My understanding is you can opt out from receiving the green cart if you 
want.  We don’t know when Braun Station is scheduled for delivery.  More on this 
later.

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FALL  GARDENING CHORES 
by Joe and Susan Noonan, Bexar County Master Gardeners

(Braun Station West Residents)

The punishing heat and drought are taking their toll on yards and gardens.  If you do plant this fall, 
enrich the soil with compost, water heavily and put a thick layer of mulch down after.
Color
--October is the ideal time to plant cool weather annual flowers, including petunias, dianthus, 
ornamental cabbage and kale, phlox, and Shasta daisies.  Although pansies begin to be available in 
October, it is best to wait until air and soil temperatures have cooled significantly before planting 
them.  This usually occurs in late October or early November.
--Put your spring bulbs in the ground in October and November. 
--Divide and plant iris, phlox, day lilies, Shasta daisies, and other perennials.  Give half to the 
neighbors and replant the other half, unless you have the space...
--You can plant roses this month through the winter.  Use lots of compost and don’t plant them any 
deeper than they were in the pot.  They should be blooming now. Keep them watered and sprayed 
weekly.
Ornamental
--This is a great time to plant perennials--columbine, old-fashioned roses, perennial asters, blue 
plumbago, rock rose.  Fall asters are spectacular.  Plant them now for a good show next fall.  Get 
Texas gold columbines in the ground to make a good ground cover under deciduous trees and 
shrubs. 
--Dig and store caladium bulbs for winter. 
--Continue to fertilize hibiscus, bougainvillea, allamanda, mandevillas, and other tropical plants that 
have been spending the summer on your patio, porch or deck.  The same goes for hanging baskets 
and other containerized plants.  Use a water-soluble type product. 
--Fall blooming annuals and perennials can be kept in flower longer and will look better if their 
maturing flowers are removed.  Rejuvenate leggy begonias with a light pruning followed by an 
application of a water-soluble fertilizer.  Avoid drastic pruning of woody plants this late in the 
growing season.  However, dead or diseased wood in trees and shrubs can be readily pruned on an 
“as needed” basis--just remember to paint the wounds on your live oak trees.  Continue to keep 
vigorous growing shrubs, such as pyracantha and ligustrum, pruned to maintain desired size and/or 
shape.
--Insects can still be a major problem, particularly if the weather is hot.  Watch for whiteflies, spider 
mites, aphids and scale.  Treat with the recommended product by your nursery professional.
Shade Trees and Shrubs
--This is the absolute best time to plant trees (if the drought is waning).  Do some comparison 
shopping if you’re buying large trees.  Ask about delivery, planting, and warranties. 
--As leaves start to fall, collect and put them in the compost pile.
--Do not fertilize trees and shrubs now.  It will stimulate new growth that might freeze later.
Turf Grass
--Pray for drought busting rains.  Follow SAWS restrictions and guidelines for watering in the fall. 
You can cut way back on watering in November.  Water the lawn only every 2-3 weeks with ½ inch 
of water if we don’t get rain.
--Consider eliminating grassy areas which have died off during the drought with mulched beds 
planted with Texas Superstars.
--October is the time for the most important lawn fertilization of the year.  Wait until the lawn grass 
slows growth and you are mowing every two weeks before applying.
--Treat brown patch with a fungicide labeled for that purpose.  Note the problem areas and later this 
winter raise the area with compost or top dressing.

URGENT ALERT — Protect pets from the heat!

Animal Care Services is urging local residents to protect their pets from the South Texas Heat.  
August and September produced record breaking temperatures.  Remember—the heat can put pets 
at risk for overheating because dogs cool their bodies by panting which is much less effective than 
sweating.  Some safety tips to keep in mind:

Fresh water and shelter should always be available to an animal outdoors.

Pets most at risk from overheating include:  young, elderly or overweight pets, those with a 
short muzzle or those with thick or dark colored coats.

 Shade offers little to no protection on a sunny day and cracking the window “a little bit” does 
very little to reduce the temperature inside a parked car.  It takes only ten minutes for the 
interior of a car to reach 102 degrees on an average 85 degree day and in thirty minutes, that 
temperature can reach 120 degrees. 

 Symptoms of heat stress include excessive thirst, heavy panting, glazed eyes, vomiting, 
restlessness, excessive thirst, lethargy, fever, dizziness, a rapid heartbeat, profuse drooling or 
salivating and unconsciousness.

 If an animal does show signs of heat stress, gradually lower their body temperature and get 
them to a vet immediately

If you see a pet locked in a hot car, take action immediately.  Jot down the car’s description (including 
a license plate number) and go into a nearby store to have the owner paged.  If you don’t get a 
response, call Animal Care Services or the Police Department immediately.  Per city ordinance, 
both Animal Care Officers and the police have the right to break a car’s window if an animal is 
endangered inside that vehicle.
